1. To access the ON/OFF switch, remove a single body clip (A) found on the hood of the vehicle.
The ON/OFF switch (B) is accessible without removing the dust cover.

Steering Reverse Switch: Top left switch.
Used to change steering orientation. If the
car turns right when you steer left, flip this
switch.

Throttle Reverse Switch: Top right switch.
Used to change throttle trigger orientation. If
the car goes in reverse while you pull the
throttle trigger, flip this switch.

Power LED: Left LED light. Lights up when
the transmitter is turned on.

Status LED: Right LED light. Lights up
green when transmitter batteries are full.
Flashes when transmitter batteries are low
and need replacing.

Bind Button: Used to bind the transmitter to
the receiver. See binding instructions.
Steering Trim: Left knob. Used to set the
steering neutral point. If the vehicle veers in
one direction while the steering wheel is cen-
tered, turn this knob in the opposite direction
until the car drives straight.
